November 2025

MOLDOVA

Life is still very difficult in Moldova especially in
the villages where there is little work and NO
state support for the vulnerable.

Please pray for the following:

B There are several families known to us
where the children are not being cared
for by their parents, cr2ee wants to find
ways to help in what seem to be
hopeless situations. The trustees have
asked for prayers for wisdom to know
how best to help.

B Andrei has no legs but is very hard
working and supports his young family.
He has saved to buy a car and has
adapted it himself so he can drive. But it
is impossible for him to take a driving
test in Moldova as you must do soin
state owned, non-adapted car. Please
pray that a solution can be found.

B Maria, a divorced mother with three
young children, who currently lives in a
single skinned home (one room). Please
pray that we can find a way of rehoming
her before the harsh winter arrives.
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B We give thanks that donations have
enabled us to support a family whose
home was completely destroyed by an
electrical fire (there is no building
insurance or state assistance in
Moldova).

B> We give thanks that Andrea, who has
many special educational needs, is now
getting some support at the local
school. Unfortunately there are no
facilities, and she is basically receiving
her education in a cupboard. The school
has found a suitable room and a donor
in Torquay has said that they would
provide funding to make it suitable, but
we now need the equipment and
funding to meet the needs of children
like her.

> We give thanks that a larger kitchen is
being built at one of the churches we
support. There is a great need locally.

There is a huge need in Moldova, but we are
making a massive difference, to individuals,
families and communities. We are changing
lives, but this is only possible due to your
support, both your prayers and your gifts, so
THANK YOU.

There is much more happening in Moldova and Ukraine
that needs our prayers. If youwould like to know more
about the ongoing prayer requests or answers to prayer,
please ask Sarah.
